U.S. RESPONSE TO ANGLO SOVIET DIVISION OF SPHERE
OF INFLUENCE IN THE BALKANS 1944 Ren Donglai 62
W hen Britain and the Soviet U nion conducted a series of diplomat
ic activities over the division of sphere of influence in Greece and
Romania in 1944 A merica remained silent but did not give its en
dorsement. T his represened its attitude toward post war world ar
rangements. Differing in diplomatic goals from Britain and the So
viet Union which sought to maintain their spheres of influence
America was pursuing global leadership. It was generally believed
in America that the old concept of sphere of influence was the
cause of the two world wars. Peace based thereon could not be
sustained. Meanwhile A merica made no explicit overall arrange
ments against the practice of the sphere of influence Iin wartime.
President F. D. Roosevelt never differentiated the concept of the”
four policemeri from that of sphere of influence. Nether had he
formulated any concrete policy toward Eastern Europe. This made



U.S. diplomatic practice look indeter minate and contradictory.

THE CHANGE AND INFLUENCE OF U.S. IMMIGRATION
POLICY 1940 1990 Liang Maoxin 82
The U.S. im migration policy has undergone marked change and
exerted substantial influnce on the size technical composition and
ethnic onigins of 1m migration since the 1940s. It has developed In
to an integrated legal system  with former rigid and narrow stipu
lations abrogated newly established prindples and structure ratio
nalized and flexibility and practicality greatly enhanced. As re
gards restrictions sought for it has not achieved its goals such as
stopping illegal flows. However two points can be affirmed
First the government cari t shut the natiori s door and cut the
ties between im migrants and this nation and second 1t is1mpos
sble to eliminate the influence of im migrants on A merican society .

THE 1965 IM MIGRATION ACT SIMPACT ON ASIAN IMMIGRANTS

history of A merican im migration policy. Its implementation has
made a great impact on Adan im migrants and Aslan A merican
groups.

And on the other hand as a conse
quence of the prionity given to members of separated families
Asian 1m migrants have become uneven in quality resulang in dif
ficulties in employment and housing and in conflicts with other
ethnic groups. T hese results were never foreseen by A merican pol

icy makers.
