The most serious damage brought about by corrup
tion in politics iIs the weakening of public trust in the gov
ernment the reduction of legitimacy of the government and
the ham pering of political instatutionalization .

Edwin O. Reischauer and A merican ldeological Diplomacy

T his article studies Edwin 0. Reischauer s diplomatic activi
ties during his tenure as A merican A mbassador to Japan
from 1961 to 1966 . Reischauer s diplomatic practice was
characterized by his dialogue with the Japanese especially
with people from the press opposiaon parties labor u
nions intellectuals and college students. The article argues
that Reischauer s dialogue with Japan reflected A merican i
deological policies toward Japan during the Cold War era and
contributed to the management of U.S. Japan alliance by u
sing soft power.

Serious conflict existed in A merican Congress especially In
the House of Representatives in 1999 and 2000 in relation to
the issue of Chinas PN TR status. Groups like labor unions
tried to politicize the trade issue and prevent the Congress
from giving China PN TR status while industrial and com

mercial interest groups 1in order to safeguard their business
interests in China exerted great efforts to promote the de

politicization of the trade issue. Their efforts finally over
came the opposition of labor unions and other groups and



as a result the Congress approved giving China PN TR sta

tus. The lobbying of industrial and com mercial interest
groups was in essence a national educational cam paign about
U.S. China relations. It made an important and long term
Impact on the promotion of understanding of the importance
of bilateral trade relations as well as bilateral relations in
general. It also brought about closer economic contact be

tween the two countries and pushed forward the depoliticiza

tion of trade issues.
