Un-
der the strong pressure of lobbying by the United Auto Workers
(UAW) and United Steel Workers (USW), the Congressional com-
mittee in charge of finance and taxation made total concession to the
committee overlooking labor issues and the PBGC thus reflected, to a
great extent, the demands of industrial union for high level pension

security. The PBGC allows the interference of federal government in



private sectors, build up a compulsory redistribution system, thus

guaranteeing a privileged position for industrial union members.
